Twenty-one years experience in toxicologic pathology. Has performed macroscopic, microscopic, and
ultrastructural evaluations for numerous drug safety and chemical toxicity studies conducted by domestic
and international pharmaceutical and chemical firms, Range of experience includes acute, subchronic, and
chronic toxicity and carcinogenicity studies in rats, mice, dogs, rabbits, minipigs, and non-human primates.
Specific types have included oral administration; dermal and ocular applications/implantations;
intravenous, intramuscular, and subcutaneous administration; inhalation; and reproductive toxicology
studies. Many studies have been regulated (United States, European, and Japanese regulatory agencies)
and conducted according to U.S. and/or Swiss Federal GLP standards. Has written and/or reviewed
toxpath sections of regulatory submissions (IND, NDA, CIB, etc.).
